* be a full time student (12 credits or whatever your schools requires)
* be in good academic standing with no failures
* possess leadership and teamwork experience
* demonstrate exemplary school citizenship, and strong pride in school spirit
* have the ability to cooperate with others, and meet deadlines
* be a model of responsible leadership
